Several 10th grade students at Campbell County High School were provided a new resource for learning. Now, in addition to IPads, graphing calculators, and text books, these students have a mentor.

Through the Operation Preparation program, 53 mentors, community volunteers hoping to make a difference in the life of a student, met with their charges today. The first meeting was mostly a meet-and-greet, a chance for the pairs to get to know one another. Monthly meetings will be more in-depth. Those will include a review of the student’s test scores, goal setting, and college and career discussion.

Campbell County School District is committed to ensuring that every student is college/career ready and prepared for success. Effective advising is an important strategy to reach this goal. It is imperative that all Kentucky students receive the appropriate guidance to acquire the pre-requisite knowledge and skills to be ready for college and/or career. Mentors will spend an average of one hour per month with their mentee working with planned activities and resources available at the school sites. 

Students were paired with volunteer mentors based on career interests which were student reported though the Individual Learning Plan. The mentors will guide the students through a process that will help them prepare for their future as they more through high school and beyond.  All mentors were trained by the district using training designed by the Kentucky Department of Education. 

There’s still time to get involved.
A second round of Operation Preparation will be held the week of March 12-16 in which every 8th and 10th grade student will be paired with a mentor. Mentors are still needed. Registration is open through 5 p.m. Friday, Feb. 17.

“If you ever wanted to make a difference in the life of a child, here’s your chance,” stated Connie Pohlgeers, director of school improvement for the district.  “This is an opportunity to invest in the future through mentoring and coaching the students of today simply by sharing information on your career.”
